Tsukuba Science City welcomes IBO 2009

The 20th International Biology
Olympiad will be held in Tsu-
kuba City, Ibaraki Prefecture,
from July 12to 19.

The IBO is one of the Inter-
national Science Olympiads,
which are competitions for
high school students from all
over the world, and is being
held in Japan for the first
time. At the IBO, students are
tested on their skills in tack-
ling biological problems and
carrying out biological experi-
ments.

Up to four high school stu-
dents, who are selected at
their respective national com-
petitions, will participate in
the international competition.
For IBO 2009, around 220 stu-
dents from 56 countries and re-
gions are expected to partici-
pate. Participants are accom-
panied by two team leaders,
who act as judges.

The IBO aims at stimulat-
ing active interest in biologi-
cal studies among secondary
school students and expanding
their talents, and promoting
the exchange of knowledge in

biology education between
countries.

It also gives participants
the opportunity to have inter-
national contacts and estab-
lish friendships with other bi-
ology students from around
the world.

The students take a five-
hour practical exam and theo-
retical exam. The theoretical
exam consists of some 100 to
130 questions, which measure
students’ problem-solving
abilities and understanding,
not just knowledge.

After the students’ perfor-
mance and answers are exam-
ined by judges, who are biolo-
gy professors, high school
teachers, ete., high achievers
in the top 10 percent, 20 per-
cent and 30 percent will be
awarded gold, silver and
bronze medals, according to
their individual scores. Last
year’s top three scorers were
South Korea, China and the
U.S.

The IBO 2009 opening cere-
mony will take place July 13 at
the Epochal Tsukuba Interna-

tional Congress Center, fol-
lowed by a welcome party.
The practical exam and theo-
retical exam are July 14 and
16, respectively, at the Univer-
sity of Tsukuba. On July 15, 17
and 18, students will partici-
pate in excursions and cultur-
al programs to foster interna-
tional exchange. The closing
ceremony will be July 18 at
Epochal Tsukuba, where the
medals will be presented, fol-
lowed by a closing farewell
banquet.

The event is hosted by the
20th International Biology
Olympiad Organizing Com-
mittee, Japan Science Foun-
dation and University of Tsu-
kuba, supported by the Japan
Science and Technology Agen-
cy, and a number of organiza-
tions and enterprises, and co-
organized by Ibaraki Prefec-
ture, Tsukuba City, Tsukuba
Science City Network, Tsuku-
ba Expo ’85 Memorial Founda-
tion, and the National Muse-
um of Nature and Science. His
Highness Prince Akishinono-
miya, who is active in biologi-

cal research, is the honorary
president of IBO 2009.

The IBO originated from an
international biology competi-
tion held between Czechoslo-
vakia and Poland from 1985 to
1989. Seeing the positive expe-
rience in other International
Science Olympiads, UNESCO
asked the former Czechoslo-
vakia to take the initiative in

creating an International Biol-
ogy Olympiad. For the first
IBO, held in Olomouc, Czecho-
slovakia, in 1990, six countries
(Belgium, Bulgaria, Czecho-
slovakia, German Democrat-
ic Republic, Poland and the
Soviet Union) participated.
Since then, the IBO has been
held annually and the number
of participating countries has

Symbolizing a brighter future

The IBO 2009 emblem symbol-
izes the talented young stu-
dents soaring into the future
from Tsukuba.

Its circular shape signifies
friendship and peace, in the
hope that participants from all
over the world establish inter-
national exchange and friend-
ship. The circle also stands for
the sun in the Japanese flag,
indicating the host country Ja-
pan, with a five-petal cherry
blossom. The white mountain
silhouette is Mount Tsukuba,
the symbol of Tsukuba City,
the venue of the event.

The basic color, “Ibaraki

Blue,” represents the wide sky
and the vast waters of Ibaraki
Prefecture’s Lake Kasumi-
gaura.

The bird in the emblem is an
albatross (Pheobastria alba-
trus). The population of this
species dropped sharply be-
cause of overhunting, and its
habit is limited to the Torishi-
ma and Senkaku islands today.
However, its numbers have re-
covered to 2,500 as a result of
conservation activities mainly
by Japanese researchers. Be-
cause the bird has recovered
from the verge of extinction,
the motif is employed in the

Japan’s representatives aim for gold

Japan participated in the IBO for the first time in 2005 in Beijing.

The number of applications for domestic selection has risen
during the four years since the last event and the results at the
international competition are getting better each year.

Students representing Japan are selected via the “Biology
Challenge’” competition, organized by the Japan Biology
Olympiad Committees. For IBO 2009, four students, selected from
2,482 applicants through three stages of screening, will
participate. The four representatives received special training
from December until last month, in the hope of winning Japan’s

first gold medal.

Olympiad will be held in Japan.

This year marks the 150th
anniversary of the publication
of Charles Darwin’s “On the
Origin of Species,” presenting
the theory of evolution. lam
very happy to see in this
memorable year Japan hosting
the 20th International Biology
Olympiad 2009 (IBO 2009),
supported by many private
companies as well as the
government.

A half-century after James
Watson and Francis Crick
discovered the double-helix
model of DNA structures, man
in 2003 finally completed
decoding the human genome.
What we were made aware of
through the research of genes
is how astonishingly “‘uniform”
and yet how astonishingly
“diverse” the innumerable
species of life on Earth are.
This exquisite system must be
a secret that has enabled life
