Iraqi occupation and the fifth
anniversary of the assumption
of power by His Highness
Sheikh Sabah al-Ahmad al-Ja-
ber al-Sabah the amir of the
State of Kuwait.

On these occasions, I am
pleased and honored to con-
gratulate His Imperial Majes-
ty the Emperor Akihito, Her
Imperial Majesty the Em-
press Michiko, the Japanese
government and the friendly
Japanese people on the birth-
day of His Majesty and the
New Year, hoping it will be
filled with achievements for

lations between both coun-
tries.

While the State of Kuwait is
celebrating the golden jubilee
of independence, it affirms its
fundamental principles of sup-
porting the persistent efforts
toward the progress and de-
velopment that aims at devel-
oping the human capabilities
in order to make a more effi-
cient contribution to interna-
tional development.

Since its independence, the
State of Kuwait, blessed with
abundant wealth, took the ini-
tiative to support nations with
scarce resources in their fight
against poverty and illiteracy.
And in order to sustain this
support, the State of Kuwait
established the Kuwait Fund
for Economic Development in
1961, which started its activi-
ties by supporting Arab states
and then extended its support
to all developing nations. To-
day, more than 100 countries
benefit from the services pro-
vided by the Kuwait Fund for

Economic Development with
loans totaling $14.5 billion,
equivalent to 1.3 percent of
gross national product (GNP)
and twice the rate set interna-
tionally.

On the other hand, the State of
Kuwait has adopted the princi-
ples of democracy. After its in-
dependence in January 1962, a
law was enacted to establish a
Constituent Assembly in
charge of “drafting a constitu-
tion that defines the system of
government based on the prin-
ciples of democracy and in-
spired by the reality of Kuwait
and its objectives.” The consti-
tution was adopted by the Con-
stituent Assembly in a session
held on Nov. 3, 1962, and was
approved, without any amend-
ments, by the late Amir of Ku-
wait Sheikh Abdullah al-Sa-
lem al-Sabah on Nov. 11, 1962.
Consequently, Kuwait entered
annew era of constitutional le-
gitimacy. Since then, democ-
racy has prevailed in Kuwait,
raising it to the ranks of civi-

lized nations.

Kuwait entered the third
millennium with a new pio-
neering spirit set by His High-
ness the amir that aims to
make Kuwait a financial and
global trading center. With
this noble goal, the State of Ku-
wait adopted a comprehensive
development plan extending

for the next five years with a
budget of $115 billion for infra-
structure development, con-
struction of ports and rail-
ways, building new cities and
improving the level of basic
services provided to citizens
and residents alike. In this re-
gard, the State of Kuwait is
proud of being among the top

rank between the Arab nations
and the world in terms of qual-
ity of education, quality of life,
health care, gender equality,
economic situation and politi-
cal freedoms, according to
ratings published by interna-
tional organizations, agencies
and other nongovernmental
organizations.

The State of Kuwait has
never hesitated to fulfill its in-
ternational and regional du-
ties, and it always calls for de-
velopment. In this sense, Ku-
wait considers that the
challenges facing today’s
world require a lot of effort to
introduce reforms and contin-
uous improvements to the en-
tities of the United Nations, its
agencies and programs in or-
der to enable it to cope with the
rapid changes in international
relations and in order to im-
prove their performance.

Kuwait has welcomed the
decision of the General As-
sembly of the United Nations,
entitled “systemwide coher-

ence,” that established a new
entity to promote internation-
al efforts for gender equality
and the empowerment of
women, and the post of under-
secretary general was created
for that purpose.

On the other hand, the State
of Kuwait considers that the
time has come to take the re-
quired steps to improve and
develop the work of the Securi-
ty Council, after more than 17
years of discussions regarding
these reforms, and to enable it
to have more transparency
and increase the number of its
members based on standards
that provide equitable and bal-
anced representation and
more efficiency in assuming
its duties and responsibilities.

Kuwait has experienced the
bitterness of dictatorship, but
the country shook off the dust
by itself. This year marks the
20th anniversary of the libera-
tion from the barbaric Iraqi
invasion. It is a painful memo-
ry that we, along with our

brothers in Iraq, have been de-
termined to overcome by es-
tablishing the rules for stable
relations based on the princi-
ples of mutual recognition of
sovereignty, independence,
good neighboring and nonin-
terference in internal affairs
and to solve the disputes by
peaceful means, to respect all
the resolutions of internation-
al legitimacy and to imple-
ment the remaining commit-
ments stipulated by the Secu-
rity Council’s decisions. The
State of Kuwait is optimistic
about the future of the bilater-
al relations with the Iraqi peo-
ple and is ready to continue to
provide all forms of support to
help the Iraqi government in
its efforts to establish securi-
ty, stability and to sustain
Iraq’s sovereignty and territo-
rial integrity.

This year, the State of Ku-
wait celebrates the fifth anni-
versary of the assumption of
power by H.H. Sheikh Sabah
the amir of the State of Kuwait
on Jan. 29, 2006. The amir has
been at the top of Kuwaiti di-
plomacy since 1963 and
emerged as a one of the men
who have marked the history
of their nations. He has been
named the “sheikh (chief) of
diplomats” and he has a na-
tional vision calling for the
adoption of a new vision for na-
tional action based on an out-
look of the future without de-
nying the past and looking to-
ward the world while
preserving localism. This vi-
sion puts Kuwait in the rank of
nations that are committed to
sustaining the progress of civi-
lizations, and based on the val-
ues and founding principles of
the people of Kuwait over the
generations. The amir also
has an international vision
that comes from his keenness
to support and enhance Ku-
wait’s relations with all the na-
tions around the world in vari-
ous areas of politics, econom-
ics, information, culture and
others. Accordingly, he paid
several visits since he as-
sumed his responsibilities in
the 1950s and participated in
many conferences and inter-
national meetings during
which he submitted Kuwait’s
just issues to the world’s pub-
lic opinion.

Fortunately, this year
marks the 50th anniversary of
the establishment of the diplo-
matic relations between Ku-
wait and Japan. Japan was
one of the first countries to
recognize the independence of
the State of Kuwait on Dec. 8,
1961, under the government of
then Prime Minister Hayato
Ikeda. Since then, Kuwait and
Japan have been enjoying
friendly and deep relation-
ships and we always consider
Japan as a leader in many
areas. We have learned from
Japan how to emerge from the
ashes of destruction to be
among the developed coun-
tries, which in itself, is a les-
son to all nations and people.

We always look forward to
promoting our relations to-
ward high levels of coopera-
tion and to take the best of Ja-
pan’s scientific and economic
knowhow by concluding
agreements in several areas,
and the latest was the Agree-
ment on the Prevention of
Double Taxation, which was
signed in February 2010, as
well as the Agreement on the
Promotion and Protection of
Investments, which is to be
concluded this year. The State
of Kuwait is keen to treat Ja-
pan preferentially as a part-
ner and as a major oil import-
er. Therefore, as a member
country of the Organization of
Petroleum Exporting Coun-
tries (OPEC), Kuwait will do
its best to keep oil prices at
levels acceptable to both pro-
ducers and consumers alike.

The State of Kuwait, which
celebrates these anniversa-
ries, can never forget the
stand of the Japanese govern-
ment and the people of Japan
in supporting Kuwait during
Iraq’s brutal occupation in
1990 and their efforts during
the liberation war. Conse-
quently, the State of Kuwait,
its leadership and people, ex-
pressed and will continue to
express thanks and gratitude
to Japan. Finally, the State of
Kuwait hopes that Japan, with
its private sector, will be an
active participant in the fu-
ture development projects in
the State of Kuwait.

In conclusion, both Japan
and Kuwait will celebrate this
year’s auspicious occasion in
several events that will reflect
the level of bilateral relations
between the two countries.

The dialogue, aimed at
establishing multilayered re-
lations between Japan and the
Islamic world, recorded con-
structive discussions on the
subjects including cross-
cultural collaborations, youth
exchanges and the pursuit of
common values among civili-
zations.
