I arrived at the end of Sep-
tember to assume my duties in
Japan.

The mutual high-profile visits
reflect the strong interest by the
higherleadership in both coun-
tries to enhance the relations as
well as the brilliant historic ties
between our two countries.
During his stay, he had an Im-
perial audience with Emperor
Akihito and had fruitful talks
with Abe and other senior of-
ficials.

Now, over
60 UAE students are studying in
Japanese universities to com-
plete their higher studies.

There is the internship pro-
gram sponsored by the Japa-
nese government every year,
which offers several students
from the Masdar Institute of
Science and Technology, a
graduate level institution dedi-
cated to alternative energy and
sustainable energy technolo-
gies, to gain exclusive profes-
sional experience in Japanese
companies. I look forward to
the day when all of them will be
able to maximize their new-
found knowledge gained in
Japan for further development
of their country after returning
home.
