The economy of Pakistan demonstrated 
continuous stable growth last year, as 
according to an announcement by the gov-
ernment of Pakistan, the real gross domestic 
product growth rate for fiscal 2016-2017 was 
5.3 percent, with rates exceeding 4 percent 
for four consecutive years. The government 
expects further progressive growth as it has 

targeted economic growth of 6 percent for 
fiscal 2017-18. As to this growth, active eco-
nomic reforms along with improvement 
in public safety will have a positive impact. 
Moreover, robust domestic consumption is 
seen as a tailwind pushing growth forward.

Pakistan and Japan have had friendly rela-
tions for many years. For the past 65 years, 
not once has either friend left the other’s 
side.

As such, Japan’s 
advanced spindles and other textile machin-
ery helped to jump-start industrialization in 
Pakistan. Over time, both countries became 
good trading partners. Pakistan has enjoyed 
very cordial relations with Japan since April 
28, 1952, when the Japan External Trade 
Organization opened an office in Karachi, 

and the relationship has kept growing to the 
mutual benefit of both countries.

We held the seventh Pakistan-Japan Pri-
vate Sector Business Dialogue in Islamabad 
in 2015, at which time automotive industry 
policy and the taxation system were key 
topics of discussion. Also discussed were 
matters concerning the expansion of the 
export of Pakistani products, such as tex-
tiles and sporting goods. Considering the 
medium and long-term economic develop-
ment of Pakistan, it is important to utilize 
the combined power of the public and pri-
vate sectors. Additionally, it is important to 
hold flexible follow-up discussions to fully 
address the issues that will arise during dia-
logue meetings.

In closing, please allow me to express my 
congratulations to Pakistan once again on 
the occasion of the country’s independence 
day. We look forward to the further rein-
forcement of the friendships and partner-
ships that exist between our two countries.
