Wind is our 
core source of energy and we look for-
ward to inspiring Japan. Equally, we are 
a global supplier of food, with exports 
to Japan ranging from delicious pork to 
top-quality seafood products. 

An aging society offers opportuni-
ties and challenges, and our countries 
are cooperating closely to develop joint 
innovative solutions. Innovation is not 
just inventing new technologies. Instead, 
it is much more about social and human-
centric innovations.

Together, Denmark and Japan will 
gain new momentum from strategic 
cooperation. Collaborating in one area 
will most likely affect other areas of our 
relationship, while producing rewards of 
interest. These compounding effects are 
essential to reach momentum and the 
results will most likely be beneficial not 
only for Denmark and Japan, but also for 
the world as a whole.
