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Thailand King’s Coronation Special

Ceremonies, processions held in honor of monarch

The coronation of Thailand’s King Maha

Vajiralongkorn takes place from May 4 to 6,

Thailand’s Bureau of the Royal Household
announced on Jan. 1.

The announcement stated that the
king had ascended the throne as the king
of Thailand, following the invitation of
the president of the National Legislative
Assembly, acting as the president of the
National Assembly, on behalf of the Thai
people.

The king has deemed it appropriate for

the Royal Coronation Ceremony to be con-

ducted in accordance with royal traditions
and for the joy of the people and the king-
dom on this auspicious occasion.

The Royal Coronation Ceremony takes
place on May 4, when the king grantsa
grand audience to members of the royal
family, the Privy Council and the Cabinet,
as well as senior officials, who will offer
their best wishes to his majesty.

On May 5, a ceremony to bestow his
majesty’s Royal Cypher and Royal Title and
grant the royal ranks to members of the
royalty will take place.

Following the ceremony, the king will
travel in a procession around Bangkok.

In 1972, he enrolled at the Royal Military

College, Duntroon, in Canberra. He gradu-
i ated with a Bachelor of Arts in military
i studies from the University of New South
